FoolProof: Real Financial Education For Your Students. Mike Sheffer, FoolProof, Director of

Technological advancement and the globalization of business challenge educators to remain on
the cutting edge of change in making learning rigorous, yet relevant. VEI, a CTE program of the
NYC Department of Education, allows students to create and run their own business within
their school, apply technology to interact with other student enterprises within the city, our
nation, and around the world to gain a unique hands-on experience. Participants will also view
a video in which students and their industry mentors describe the program and its benefits.

Music, Art, and Computers (MAC). Laura C. Ansbro, Business Teacher, Union-Endicott High
School

This team-taught course introduces you to music and art through technology and multimedia.
Not only do students use interactive computer software to learn about music and art, but they
also learn how to use software to create their own original music compositions and correlating
artwork. Instructional time is devoted to learning basic computer operations and word
processing. At the end of the year, students will create a multimedia project combining an
original music composition with artwork and text. This project is based on a specific musical
style prepared by students, enhanced with artistic graphics manipulation, and combined with a
self-designed CD label and jewel case. MAC fulfills the state Art/Music requirement for
graduation.

Empowering Youth with the Soft Skills through the Certificate of Employability. Leesa Perazzo,
Chamber of Schenectady County, Director of Workforce Development and Public Affairs

The Certificate of Employability is a 30-hour curriculum used to impart the soft skills and
develop work-ready youth. Recently, substantial grant funding was received allowing the
Chamber of Schenectady County to map the curriculum to NYS standards and organize it
electronically. In addition, an employment portal was created to pair potential employees with
available entry level jobs. Leesa will share the website which is sortable by county allowing the
program to be replicated throughout the state.
