	Anticipatory Set: Motivation
	· Pick some of the students in the class at random and ask them some questions such as: What is your favorite website? What do you like about the website? The content, appearance, or its ease of navigation?

	Instructional Strategies : Process to Acquire New Information
	· Use the PowerPoint presentation to give meaning to the following terms while students copy the notes presented: “What is HTML?”, “What are HTML tags?”, “Explanation of document structure.”, “Explanation of document structure tags.”

	Application:
Guided and Independent Practice
	· Students will follow along with the teacher after the lesson as code is written for a basic website in a text editor (use the Activity page as a reference).
· Any questions asked at this point will be answered and explained via the activity.

· Students will save their progress as an HTML file and open it with the web browser to test.

· Students will then create their own web page containing: 2 links (to other sites) and a short paragraph (about themselves or anything else of interest) with aid from the notes they have taken, the HTML handout, and the guided practice.

	Closure: Reinforcement
	· The students will be asked if they have any other questions that need to be answered and will be encouraged to seek help from teacher or other students in the classroom if need be.
· Students will have understood the concepts and will continue to develop their knowledge of HTML.

· The students now know the basics and general rules of HTML. In the next lesson, students will learn what HTML tags you can use to format your content in different ways.

· Assess students understanding by asking the students to review key points from the lesson: “What is HTML?”, “What is an HTML tag?”, “What gives structure to an HTML document?”

LESSON NOTES:

What is HTML? 

HTML (Hyper Text Markup Language) is the language used to write Web pages which consists of codes (tags) embedded in the text of a document. 

What are Tags? 

Tags are codes in an HTML document which the browser reads and then interprets for subsequent display to a reader. Tags are not visible when an HTML document is viewed in a browser, but their effects are. Tags begin with the opening symbol "<" and end with the closing symbol ">"; and usually come in pairs, one that begins an action and one that ends it. 

Below is an example of an HTML tag and its respective browser display:

Explanation of Document Structure Tags 

	<HTML>...</HTML> 
	  
	Encloses the entire HTML document. These tags let the browser know to start reading and displaying the information presented within. 

	<HEAD>...</HEAD> 
	  
	The <HEAD> element contains all information about the document in general. It contains HTML elements that describe the document's usage and relationship with other documents. 

	<TITLE>...</TITLE> 
	  
	The <TITLE> is contained in the <HEAD> of the document. It is displayed at the top of the browser window and on the bookmark list, so it is important to choose something descriptive, unique, and relatively short. 

	<BODY>...</BODY> 
	  
	The <BODY> element contains all the information which is part of the document.

The students will follow along with me as I write the HTML code step-by-step. The terms will be elaborated on AND participation from the students is encouraged as I will be asking them to help as I demonstrate:

How do we create a link?

This is what the code to create a hyper-link looks like in our HTML document. As you remember from the lesson, this is written in the BODY of our HTML document.

<A HREF=http://www.facebook.com>FACEBOOK RULES!</a>

Explanation:

· <A> is the tag for Anchor. It begins the link to another page.

· HREF stands for Hypertext REFerence. This is a nice, short way of saying to the browser, “This is where the link is going to go.”

· http://www.facebook.com is the FULL ADDRESS of the link. Also notice that the address has an equal sign in front of it and is enclosed in quotes. Why? Because it’s an attribute of the Anchor tag (basically a command inside a command).

· Where it reads “FACEBOOK RULES” is where you write the text you want to appear on the page. What is in that space will appear on the page for the viewer to click. So, write something that denotes the link.

· </A> ends the entire link command.
